The NBA has been sued by the owners of the building that houses the NBA Store, who say the league owes more than $1.2 million after not paying rent in April or May. The league responded by saying it doesn’t believe the suit has merit, because it was forced to close the New York store due to the coronavirus pandemic.

The Major League Baseball Players Association expects to counter MLB's economic proposal with a plan that includes more than 100 games and a guarantee of full prorated salaries for the 2020 season. MLB's proposal called for pay reductions on top of players' already prorated salaries, which would be scaled to reflect the number of games played. In MLB's 82-game proposal, Los Angeles Angels OF Mike Trout would be paid less than $6 million, compared to the $19 million-plus he would receive prorated. 

Hundreds of minor league baseball players were cut Thursday and hundreds more are expected to lose their jobs as the sport grapples with the near certainty that the minor league season will be canceled. In recent weeks, owners of minor league teams have begun laying off front-office and game-day workers and citing the cancellation of the season as the reason. Major League Baseball commissioner Rob Manfred said he would inform Minor League Baseball if and when players would be allowed to join affiliated teams. 

Commissioners from the Power Five conferences are asking for Congress to set laws enabling student-athletes to profit off their name, image and likeness rather than waiting on approval from the NCAA. They are asking Congress to "support legislation providing a single, national standard for NIL that would protect student-athletes, provide economic opportunity, and promote academics.” The letter also noted that "time is of the essence" because "in the absence of federal NIL legislation...most if not all states" will pass their own unique NIL laws that will go into effect in the summer of 2021. 

Super Bowl Champion Kansas City Chiefs officially have commenced the process of getting a long-term deal done with quarterback Patrick Mahomes. Mahomes has 2 years left on his rookie deal, but has already been a two-time Pro Bowl selection, league MVP, Super Bowl champion, and Super Bowl MVP in his two seasons as the starter.
